Presbyterian Home

Through NYSERDA’s New York Energy $Smart®™ New Construction Program, an energy
analysis was conducted by Einhorn Yaffee Prescott in consultation with the design team
of Beardsley Design Associates. The analysis was to quantify the energy savings
associated with the more energy-efficient measures.

Recommendations
Each energy-conservation measure was evaluated on annual energy reduction in kilowatt
hours (kWh) as well as for summer and winter peak-demand reduction in kilowatts.

Measures implemented as the result of the study include:
* Installation of variable-speed drive on air-handling unit
* Installation of direct-digital controls on air-handling unit
* Installation of high-efficiency electrical transformers

Incentives and Results
NYSERDA’s $35,300 incentive helped to fund the implementation of these energy-
efficiency measures and result in:
* Electrical energy savings of more than 154,000 kWh annually including a
14 kW winter-demand reduction benefit
 Annual energy savings of approximately $11,494
» Net payback of 1.5 years
