Implementation of the recommendations resulted in:

* $135,332 in annual electric savings

* $94,959 in annual natural gas savings

* Annual reduction of over 1.2 million kWh

* Annual reduction of over 150,000 ccf in natural gas

Total project cost was $4,109,199 with NYSERDA providing $198,513 in financial incentives. The incen-
tive was funded through the New York Energy $mart®™ Commercial and Industrial Performance Program
(CIPP) to reduce the cost of energy-efficiency upgrades. Under CIPP, financial incentives provided by
NYSERDA go directly to energy service companies, such as Siemens, to help lower the overall project
cost and to help promote the development of the energy service company sector of the State’s economy.
